The Touch Panel theme for building L remains constant, this enables you to maintain the same familiarity between operation.


However, the main difference in operation is that no devices will turn on or off automatically. This is designed specifically to


eliminate unwanted functionality


The top menus will display a pop-up page for each area, this will allow you to control the devices associated with those menu


functions.


You should familiarize yourself with it's operation and pages.

IN ROOM AVR TOUCH PANEL


Each class room has a touch panel located in the rack. The Projection Control System has a touch panel located on the Sound


Operators desk.


Activation is simply by touch or vicinity. Operation of the menus will be covered in the next section.


C1 AUDIO CONTROL


The C1 Audio Control is a user friendly network enabled audio control device.


Turn the rotary knob up or down to raise or lower the volume, press to mute or un-mute. These are located in the Ticket Office,


Stagecraft and Lobby areas.


WALL INPUT PLATES


These plates allow youto BYOD (Bring your own device) You simply plug from your device, into the Media Input Plate, then select


the Input Plate from the Touch Panel.
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Crestron Touch panel. Single touch activation.


Crestron HDMI/VGA input plate. Audio follows video, however if using VGA, you must also connect your audio computer jack to the


plate.

Selecting the Projector will display all of the controls needed to route Video, Power on and off the projector and deploy


the screen.


(PLEASE READ IMPORTANT NOTES REGARDING THE SCREEN)


To send a source to the projector, make sure the screen is down, power on the projector and select the device or input


you wish to send to the projector. The device selection is immediate, however please give the system time to make that


switch.


Power on and off the projector as needed. Please note that there is a startup time before you will see an image, and


likewise a cool down time for the projector operation. If you attempt to power down the projector before the startup


procedure has finished, the system will not shut down the projector.
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SCREEN DEPLOYMENT: The screen is deployed by a low voltage relay, there is no electronic feedback to inform the


control system of the stage the projection screen is at. In order to use, you must fully deploy the screen and wait


until the screen has finished it's full deployment and stopped before you select it to retract.


Example, select screen down and wait until it fully stops, once it stops, you can select screen up.

Decisions effecting Audio Visual Requirements


To achieve optimal usage of space, in each given scenario, there are a number of technology design decisions made during the


initial design process:


Acoustical solutions to manage sound bleed and increase speech intelligibility


Correct location of audiovisual technology to ensure good sightlines for all users


Selecting the correct display technology type and size


Management of ambient and artificial lighting conditions


It is important from the outset to think how audio and video will be used in each different scenario. A perfect design in audio


visual control will speak for itself, with very little need for training. It should be easy to use and as simple as using an


application on your phone.

The Video Router takes full advantage of the DM system. Although your router is not fully populated with inputs and


outputs, we have coded the system for future needs.


The DM 16 x 16 Video Router is capable of 16 inputs and 16 outputs. Currently you have 14 inputs and only two outputs.


To use the Router, simply select a source, then select both outputs, the Projector and Audio DSP. Once you do this,


activate the router by selecting "Enter."


The Projector receives the Video and the DSP receives the audio.

Audio Control is by far the most important part of a presentation.


IMPORTANT, mute everything except the device you are going to use. For example if you are using the CD, mute the blu-


ray and FOH microphones, unless you use wish to them. Start with a low volume and gradually raise it to the desired


level. Remember if you are using Bluetooth as a source, the audio control on your device can also increase or decrease


the source level.


The Control Room audio allows you to listen the source in the control room.


Remember to select "OTHER AREAS" to control the audio in these locations.

Selecting Mixer Mode, mutes the Self Serve Audio portions and routes all audio through the Soundcraft Mixer.


The Soundcraft Mixer is a virtual mixer, it is programmable to an end user's settings. The end user has full control over


EQ and other audio settings.


Getting used to the Soundcraft Mixer can take some time, we advise you download the manual and watch the help


videos located in the FAQ section.


Mixer Mode settings will remain on, until the end user deactivates them, normally after a show or presentation.


To advise an end user that Mixer Mode is active, a warning will display on each touch panel page until it is de-activated.

It would be impossible for write a step by step guide in sound mixing, every event is different, every audio engineer mixes


differently. There is no real "right way," but there are many wrong ways. I urge you to read the Soundcraft manual, and to also


invest a great deal of time in practicing with the different setups. The manual and training videos are located in the Information


and Downloads section on this tutorial.


Analog & Digital Workflow Differences

Connecting Inputs


Inputs are connected to the back of the board and correspond


directly with channels.


Inputs on the back of the board may correspond with faders but


may need to be assigned. Additional inputs via Ethernet stage


boxes may also need to be assigned to faders.
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Adjusting Channel Settings
Dedicated controls on each channel strip allow you to quickly


dial in mic gain, EQ, and other settings, while providing a


summary of channel settings at a glance.


Select buttons on each channel allow you to use a single master


section to dial in gain, EQ, dynamics, and additional settings.


Setting Up Sends


Individual send knobs on each channel let you quickly dial in


additional mixes. Sends typically have master volumes and


pre-/post-fader assignment buttons.


Sends may be set up from the master section by setting the


channel layout to send mode or by another method. Outputs are


often freely assignable in the master control section, allowing you


to pair physical outputs with send or group buses.


Setting Up Groups


VCA groups are usually assigned via small buttons along the


fader or elsewhere on the channel. The number of groups is


always limited by the circuitry.


While some digital mixers handle groups similar to the way analog


mixers do, group assignments are typically much more fluid and


far less limited. With layered banks of faders, groups may live on


their own layer for easy access during live mixing.


Accessing Effects and Processing
Typically, analog mixing consoles don't have effects or master


bus processing onboard. When they do have effects, they're


usually assigned to one of the auxiliary send buses. Other


channel and bus processing is usually available via insert


points.


Most digital mixers include extensive effects and processing,


minimizing the need for a rack full of outboard gear and effects


processors. The tradeoff is that if you want to use outboard gear,


you'll probably need to route signal through an assignable send.


Mute Button


First thing you will notice on a digital mixer is that there is no Mute button. The mute button is one of the most basic functions of


an audio console. When the mute button is engaged the track is not audible (or muted). If the button is disengaged, the track is on


and audible. If you don’t see a ‘mute’ button on your console, you may simply have a track on/off button or switch. When the track


is in the ‘on’ position, the channel is essentially unmuted, and when the track is in the ‘off’ position, the channel is essentially


muted.


1. Turn everything down or off before plugging new devices into the mixer.


It’s hard to know where every level is set if you don’t start them at zero. Lower everything to the lowest setting, plug-in every


device you’ll use, then slowly adjust the faders and other components to achieve the desired results.


2. Set group adjustments for each channel.


You can bunch several adjustments, making it reusable for additional channels. For example, you can set the same list of


modifications for Group A, then copy-paste it to Group B to have the same effect. It takes a little while to create the first


group, but it changes instantly afterward.


3. Change inputs to different channel groups.


Once you’ve plugged everything into the mixer, you can set a channel for every input or group them together, as you read


above. This customization streamlines the process by making each channel follow a dedicated line, which can be bunched


together.


4. Cycle through the pages to view meters, sets, and more.


Most digital mixers have several tabs you can look through to change all of the settings. Check your meters to ensure you’re


not blowing out the speakers or going out of the desired range. You can also review the groups you created and adjust them


digitally.


5. Assign new effects to each part of the digital mixer.


Perhaps one of the best features of digital mixers is you can make a new effect or sound correspond with several knobs and


buttons. You don’t have to stick with the default setup. It’s an excellent way to change between podcast episodes,


performances, and more.

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There may come a time where you may have to manually route video, this can be done with ease by following these


instructions. From the front of the DM-MD 16 x 16, select "ROUTE." Then select the desired Source you wish to route. The


Sources are on the top, then select the destinations to route to, That would be Inputs 1 and 7. Once you have selected thes


inputs and outputs, you the press the ENTER button. The Enter Button initiates the route.
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GUI - GRAPHICAL USER INTERFACE


GUI. Stands for "Graphical User Interface" and is pronounced "gooey." It is a user interface that includes graphical elements,


such as images, icons and buttons. In short, a GUI is a graphical way to do stuff! The term was created in the 1970s to


distinguish graphical interfaces from text-based ones, such as command line interfaces. However, today nearly all digital


interfaces are GUIs. The icons and buttons on your phone for example and the shortcut icons you create on your desktop are


all classed as GUI's.


The main pieces of a GUI are:


1. A graphic pointer of some kind. (Image, Icon, buttons, Colored inline Text Link.)


2. A set of icons symbolizing various things. (Desktop shortcuts and icons)


3. Rectangular frames that hold text. (called windows and dialogs)


4. Drop-down menus that are like signposts leading to things you want to do. (Menus on a website)


5. Scroll bars that allow you to scoot content around. (So you can scroll through and see things that won't fit otherwise)


6. An input device or two. (The mouse is the current favourite, but there are many others, like joysticks, paddle


controllers, keyboards)


A control GUI is specifically designed to simplify the end users experience in operating audio visual equipment. A control


processor has been programmed to do all of the thinking and processes needed to get a signal from point A to point B. For


example, in order to see an image on a screen, the system will turn on a projector, dim the lights to a specific level, mute


audio from other sources, route the video to the projector, automatically align up the media, set masking to frame the image


and then open the curtains with one push of a button.


The design of GUI control has in itself been well thought out and created to simplify an end user experience.

Below the images, there is a step by step approach to setting up channels with your mixers "current" configuration. This


configuration changes for every user, it is only meant as a guide. We strongly urge you to read all manuals and seek additional


training. 


Mute Button


First thing you will notice on a digital mixer is that there is no Mute button. The mute button is one of the most basic functions of


an audio console. When the mute button is engaged the track is not audible (or muted). If the button is disengaged, the track is on


and audible. If you don’t see a ‘mute’ button on your console, you may simply have a track on/off button or switch. When the track


is in the ‘on’ position, the channel is essentially unmuted, and when the track is in the ‘off’ position, the channel is essentially


muted.


1. Turn everything down or off before plugging new devices into the mixer.


It’s hard to know where every level is set if you don’t start them at zero. Lower everything to the lowest setting, plug-in every


device you’ll use, then slowly adjust the faders and other components to achieve the desired results.


2. Set group adjustments for each channel.


You can bunch several adjustments, making it reusable for additional channels. For example, you can set the same list of


modifications for Group A, then copy-paste it to Group B to have the same effect. It takes a little while to create the first


group, but it changes instantly afterward.


3. Change inputs to different channel groups.


Once you’ve plugged everything into the mixer, you can set a channel for every input or group them together, as you read


above. This customization streamlines the process by making each channel follow a dedicated line, which can be bunched


together.


4. Cycle through the pages to view meters, sets, and more.


Most digital mixers have several tabs you can look through to change all of the settings. Check your meters to ensure you’re


not blowing out the speakers or going out of the desired range. You can also review the groups you created and adjust them


digitally.


5. Assign new effects to each part of the digital mixer.


Perhaps one of the best features of digital mixers is you can make a new effect or sound correspond with several knobs and


buttons. You don’t have to stick with the default setup. It’s an excellent way to change between podcast episodes,


performances, and more.

The C1 Audio Control is a user friendly network enabled audio control device.


IMPORTANT BE AWARE! You need to be cognizant that the audio feed is the audio mix sent to these areas by the "Self Serve" mode


or the "Mix Mode." There is no dedicated media player assigned to these feeds. If in doubt, mute these areas unless you are


directed to un-mute by the stage Manager.
